Bill Russell reported the Board of Regents have an agreement to provide course and program sharing network.   To make available course or program across the state.  It will be phased in over three years .  There will be three partners:  Delivery 50%, Host 25% and broker 25%, the broker is behind the scenes.  The Ohio Learning Network, High School on Line.
 
Ohio apprenticeship  council, college credit for what apprentices are learning.  Working with the Ohio Electrical Workers IEBW program.  Next is sheet metal workers.
