Permissive Uses

*Promote stakeholder involvement in design,    
implementation and evaluation of CTE Programs.

*Provide careerguidance and academic counseling.

*Promote education and business partnerships.

*Provide programs for special populations.

*Assist career and technical student organizations.

*Provide mentoring and support services.



Permissive Uses,...continued
* Lease, purchase, upgrade or adapt equipment, including 

instructional aids and publications.
* Prepare teachers, including candidates from business and 

industry.
* Develop and expand postsecondary program access 

including through distance education.
* Develop initiatives that facilitate the transition of sub-

baccalaureate CTE students into baccalaureate degree 
programs.

* Provide activities to support entrepreneurship education 
and training.

* Improve or develop new CTE courses, including new 
programs of study for consideration by the State, courses 
that prepare for high-skill, high-wage or high-demand 
occupations and dual or concurrent enrollment 
opportunities.



Permissive Uses,...continued
* Develop and support small, personalized career-themed 

learning communities.
* Support family and consumer sciences programs.
* Provide CTE programs for adults and school dropouts to 

complete secondary education or upgrade technical 
skills.

* Assist individuals who have participated in services or 
activities under this Act in continuing their 
education/training or finding an appropriate job.

* Support training and activities (such as mentoring or 
outreach) in nontraditional fields.

* Support training programs in automotive technologies.
* Pool a portion of funds with a portion of funds from 

other eligible recipients for innovative measures.
* Support other CTE activities that are consistent with the 

purpose of this Act.
